Wolfang Kohler – 1880 To 1943, Born in Germany and Known as American Psychologist 
· Wolfang Kohler known for his experiments with problem solving in apes at Tenerife. (Gestalt Psychology)
· Writing includes in Gestalt Psychology and The Mentality of Apes
· Kohler’s main contribution in the Gestalt School – Learning by insight. 
· Kohler’s main experiments on the Monkeys – Monkeys are solving the problems thought insight. 
· Kohler’s use Pile Up boxes in the experiments of Monkeys. 
· Kohler concluded trial and error as a method of learning. 
· Kohler’s is main concept of Isomorphism which mean that three mental maps of the objects in environment
· Mental map mean learning by insight or individual’s perception about the world around him or explanation of things. 
Kurt Koffka – 1886 To 1941, Born in Germany and known as American Psychologist 
· His main book is Growth of the Mind (1924) 
· Prominent contributor of Gestalt School
· Awakening much interest in the Gestalt Concepts
· Koffka’s main theory is “Field Theory” 
· Field Theory include or distinguished between “Geographical field and the field of experience. 
· Field of experience is the mindset of the observer – represents the experiences or the dispositions of the person who experience in the field. 
· Geographical field is the actual environment – represent the only considered field of experience and ignored the reality.
· In the Koffka’s main theory examples are use on “Twig with a snake”. 
Productive and problem-solving thinking: Mihaly Csikszentmihalyi.  – 1934, 
· Note the work on architect of the study of happiness, creativity, subjective well-being and fun
· Best Know as the: architect of the notion of flow 
· Writer of 120 articles 
· Interview and studied two thousand people
· Discovered some elements in which some are commons is: Smart and naïve, playful disciplined, humble and proud, having great physical energy. 
· He is a World’s leading researcher on positive psychology and widely cited psychologists today in variety of fields related to psychology and business. 
Edward De Bono – 19May, 1933, May19, 1933
· Psychologist and Physician 
· Main Theory is Lateral Thinking and Akin to creative or problem-solving thinking
· Developed exercise of some lateral thinking
· Lateral Thinking Exercise:  are question, rotate, discover, dominant idea
· Believed in Pioneered 
· Consultant and worked with companies Coca-Cola
· Co-Founded/founder of “School of Thinking” with Dr Michael Hewitt-Gleeson

Kurt Lewin – 1890 To 1947 
· Worked on Taught and other prominent Gestalt Psychologists in Berlin until 1932
· Contributor in “Field Theory” and Group dynamic and Main theory is “Theory of Leadership” and measurement of leadership phenomenon
· Recognized Three different styles of leadership
· Field Theory mean: The field or the environment around the individual has many attractions which may be positive or negative. 
· Group Dynamic mean – is the study of behaviour of individuals in groups and the behavior of groups as whole. 
· Attractions means Positive or negative opportunities 
· Positive and negative opportunities conflicts arise in the mind of individuals. 
· Discover “Mental Conflicts” 
Three kinds of conflicts 
a) The approach-approach conflict – face of challenge liking between two things.
b) Approach avoidance conflict – face with the choice of avoiding something or approaching something
c) Avoidance-avoidance conflict – face the challenge of which thing to avoid out of the options. 
Three different styles of leaders in leadership theory. 
a) Authoritarian – mean that own instincts and thoughts or intends to make use of his authority to carry out the decision-making process.
b) Democratic – Considering the thoughts and opinions means that share their thoughts and make decisions based upon consensus. 
c) Laissez-faire – Willing to delegate power and authority to other for making decisions mean that some matters and leads more from the back seat. 
Dynamic Psychology also called Hormic Psychology
Point of view British Psychologist – William McDougal
William Mcdougall – 1871 To 1938, 
· Employ objective methods – Research and Observation 
· Not Reject – The Value of Introspection 
· Value of Introspection according to Him – he thought that only observation of behavior would give us a mechanistic view of psychology. 
· According to McDougall Behavior is the result of – Internal Strivings, Urge to Live. Or Home
· Urge and Home explain various kind of behavior 
· Explain about the hostilities of the environment and strive to survive. 
· Explain behavior in term of Horme and called hormic. 
· Organisms show goal seeking behavior 
· Seeking behavior is the term of internal drives, instincts or propensities. 
· Propensities are 18 kinds. 
Propensities/Propensity some are: - Ager, sex, comfort sleep, self-assertive, appeal acquisitive laughter, submissive, curiosity etc 
· Propensities are also dynamic forces of all behind behavior

Historico-Evolutionary Psychology mean that Consciousness played in this regard and group looked at the historical evolution of main’s mental functions and its relationship with behavior. 
Leon Vygotsky – 1896 To 1934 
· Soviet revolution taken place in 1917
· Frist Truly Soviet Psychologist
· Proposed: Higher mental functions of consciousness 
· Developed: Process of evolution 
Main view of point and believed: 
a) Man’s higher mental functions I,e consciousness developed as a result of collective labor

Sergei Rubenstein – 1889 To 1960
· Establish the Science of Psychology – on the basis of only stimulus and response 
Main point of view 
a) Internal conditions apart from the external stimulus and response relationship 
b) Psychologist ignored the importance of man’s development and assume humans to be like machines. 
c) External factors effects psyche
d) Psyche also affects external factors in the environment
